John 3:1-17

Most of us have pictures on our walls at home. I’'m sure your parents have pictures of you as a baby and
later on as you grew, as well as a picture of mom and dad together. Look at how small a baby is and how large
an adult is. Can you guess how long it takes for a baby to grow into an adult. A long time. Babies can grow into
adults, but can adults ever return to being the size of a baby, and be born again?
